Equitable Stroke Control

Many of you play golf on a regular basis, keep track of your scores on a scorecard, then post to your handicap re-
cord. In the midst of all this are two very important numbers, one called the USGA Course Rating and the other

called Slope Rating.

USGA Course Rating: USGAd6s mar k that indicates the evaluation
golfer (higher than 0 handicap) under normal course and weather conditions. It is expressed as strokes taken to one
decimal place, and is based on yardage and other obstacles to the extent that they affect the scoring ability of a
scratch golfer.

Slope Rating: USGAG6s mark that indicates the measur ement
not scratch golfers compared to the USGA Course Rating. A Slope Rating is computed from the difference between
the Bogey Rating and the USGA Course Rating. The lowest Slope Rating is 55 and the highest is 155. A golf
course of standard playing difficulty has a Slope Rating of 113.

These two numbers are associated with each set of tees on the golf course and will vary whether the ratings are for
female or male golfers.

To establish these ratings, golf course representatives request the service of course raters who are volunteers of the
state golf association and are skilled in evaluating golf courses to create USGA course and slope ratings. Several
factors like yardage from each set of tees, course obstacles like bunkers, trees, etc. and terrain outside of the fairway
play a role in the value of these two numbers.

Understanding these numbers will help you with the following areas:

e Selecting the proper set of tees from which to play based on your skill level.

e Calculating your course handicap which is your handicap index (H.l.) multiplied by the slope rating (S.R.) and
divided by 1136 6 H.l. x S.R./113

e Posting scores to your handicap record. Make sure that the course and slope rating in the handicap system is
for women and that you post scores based on the Equitable Stroke Control (ESC).
