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Springtime and Handicaps

And with Spring, comes thoughts of Handicapping. Right?
Well, maybe that’s just me, but here is some valuable
information, anyway. In  promoting golf, EWGA
subliminally encourages all its members to carry a
handicap. Handicapping is as complex in its computation
as it is in reasons to keep one. Here in the Northern
Colorado Chapter of EWGA we support two different
systems of handicaps, both providing a USGA handicap.

Nationally, EWGA offers GN21, powered by GolfNet. This
system, formerly known as Golf Life Management System
(GLMS), is free to members. To keep this short, please
check out the EWGA website for more information. Once
you have set up a login account (follow all the prompts on
that sight), access to Handicapping is just a couple of
clicks away. The national website is in upgrade mode
right now, so some patients will be necessary. New
members wishing to utilize GN21 will have to e-malil
handicap@myewga.com to indicate your wish to activate
an account. Renewing members will, also have to send
an e-mail indicating your wish to continue using the
system. Again, please be patient and allow 7-10 days for
things to get rolling. Meanwhile, save all your score cards
and enter them when your account is activated.

Some of our members keep a handicap locally, through
our relationship with the Collindale Women’s group. This
system gives a membership to the Colorado Golf
Association and all its activities. That renewal deadline is
April 30, so let's be getting those checks in the mail soon,
ladies. Send a $30 check to our post office box (PO Box
273303, Fort Collins, CO 80527), payable to Collindale
Golf Course, and we will take care of the rest. If you
would, drop an e-mail to me at handicap@ewganco.com
to let me know, so we can be sure everything flows
smoothly.

Last order of business, is EWGNCO’s Rookie Tour. A
golfer needs 5  18-hole rounds (or 10 9-hole rounds) to
start the computation of a handicap. We've set up this
little activity to help members establish a handicap. We’'ll
set up some tee times, help set up a handicap account,
and help record the scores from those rounds. Check out
our website www.ewganco.com for more information on
this Tour. There is room for experienced handicapped
members (kind of an oxymoron, isn’'t it?) to mentor
newbies, helping them on their way to handicap
enlightenment—besides accruing enough rounds for the
new year.

So, in my quest to keep this short, I've already exceeded
the average attention spam. Please, please send any
